THE KEY OF A MINOR

Each major Scale has a RELATIVE MINOR that uses the same key signature

The Relative Minor scale begins on the sixth note of the Major.
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C Major's Relative Minor is Minor

THE SCALE OF A MINOR

A Minor scale uses the same fingering as C Major.

A Minor Scale is the Relative Minor of C Major, they have no }’s or #’s

Although A Minor uses the same notes as C Major, the sound is darker and sadder than that of the
C Major Scale.
